A ñConò was that bringing Step Working Guides into jail 

could be risky since inmates may not be able to have contact with a sponsor and the Step Working Guides state 

that ñthere is probably only one inappropriate way to use these guides: aloneò.  -----Motion to amend, by 

striking the 2 Stepworking Guides in previous motion was seconded.  ñConò was that literature doesnôt hurt 

anyone.  Pro was that ñit doesnôt help anyone if someone works step and there is no sponsorò.  The motion to 

strike the Step Working Guides is passed and the new motion is for 2 Basic Texts and 2 It Works for $37.40.
